* Improved security on the Catawba campus with surveillance cameras and gates

* Renovated the Multipurpose building on the Westminster campus to provide two new kindergarten classrooms

* Upgraded the Westminster campus playground by adding new drains, a geo-dome climber, a tether ball set, and grass on
the hill area
